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The Journey of GST 1n India

The GST Journey began in the year 2000, when a committee was set up to draft law. It looks 17 years
from then for the law to evolve. In 2017 the GST Bill was passed in the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha. On
1st July 2017 the GST Law came into force to achieve the ideology of ‘One Nation, One Tax’. GST has
replaced multiple indirect taxes, which were existing under the previous tax regime. The advantage of
having one single tax means every state follows the same rate for a particular product or service. Tax
administration is easier with the central Govt. deciding the rates and policies. Common Laws can be
introduced such as e-way bills for goods transport and e-invoicing per transaction reporting. Tax
compliance is also better as taxpayers are not bogged down with multiple return forms and deadlines.
Overall, it's a unified system of indirect tax compliance. There are three tax components of GST.

* CGST : Itis the tax collected by Central Government on an Intra State Sale.

SGST: Itis the tax collected by state Government on an Intra State Sale.

IGST : Itis the tax collected by the Central Government for on Inter State Sale.

India ranked 68th in the global competitive Index (GCl) as the economy showed significant resilience
during the pandemic. India was also named as the 48th most innovative country among the top 50
countries. These factors have boosted FDI investments in India.
India’s FDI inflows have incresed 20 times from 2000-01 to 2021-22. According to the Department for
promotion of industry and internal Trade, Index Cummulative FDI inflow stood at US$ & 11.01 billion
between April 2000 to June 2022. India’s computer software and hardware industry attracted the
highest FDI equity inflow amounting to US$ 14.46 billion followed by the automobile industry at US$
6.99 billion, Trading at US$ 4.53 billion and construction activities at US$ 3.37 billion. some of the
recent investment are as follows :
+ From, April - June 2022, India’s Computer Software & Hardware Indistry received FDI
investments of US $3427 million.
+ In may 2022, India received FDI investment ¥494 crore (US$ 61.91 million) in the defence
manufacturing sector.
+ In January 2022, Google announced a US$ 1 billion investment in Indian telecom sector.
In 2021, India received R & D investments ¥343.64 million, this was 516% higher compared to
the previous calendar year.
